Your REP bedroom can be decorated with your 

personal possessions. You can put up posters, 

bring in your own duvet cover and pillow case, 

blankets and cuddly toys. 

Any personal items can be kept in REP by using 

the storage boxes which are located in your flats 

store cupboard keeping them safe for when you 

return. 

Every time you stay, staff will encourage and 

support you to remake your bed with clean 

bedding, ready for the next pupil who will be 

using the bedroom. 

You are encouraged to socialise with your friends 

using the lounge or REP dining room. Think twice 

about going into another bedroom – respect each 

other’s personal space.

Breakfast: 

Breakfast is served from 8am-8.30am in the REP 

dining room. There is a selection of cereals, 

along with toast, bacon, scrambled egg, 

croissants, and a variety of jams. 

You are encouraged to serve yourself and to ask 

for support if needed. 

Tea, orange and blackcurrant juice, water or milk 

is available to drink. 

All types of crockery and cutlery are available. 

Eating and drinking plans are kept in the folders 

in the dining room. 

You will be encouraged to clear away your own 

crockery and cutlery. Remember to ask for 

support if required.  
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Tea time:  

The evening meal is served between 5pm-6pm. 

There will be a meat option, vegetarian option 

and jacket potato with filling. Salad options are 

also available.  

 

There is a weekly menu on the notice board in 

the dining room showing the choices for the 

week.  

 

You will be encouraged to queue up at the trolley 

and inform the cook of your meal choice. Tea, 

orange and blackcurrant juice, water or milk will 

be available. 
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Activities available 

 

There are a variety of activities each evening. 

Each flat has a weekly 

activity plan which is 

clearly displayed in each 

flat. 

If you wish to have a particular activity available 

when you stay you can request this by talking to 

your flat staff. 

You may join in with other 

flats and their activities.  

Some weekly clubs e.g. 

golf, tennis and cricket are 

organised by the Wheelchair Hub and pupils who 

stay in REP are offered the opportunity to join.  

There is an additional cost to 

this. Letters are sent home 

outlining the additional cost of 

taking part in these clubs.  
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REP are able to offer pupils the opportunity to 

gain the Bronze and Silver DofE awards.
